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Introduction

“Kanji Master Series” has been prepared for students who have mastered hiragana and katakana

to learn and enjoy the process of learning kanji, the third group of characters in Japanese.

Students who complete this series from N5 to N1 will learn 2,150 characters including 2,136
characters listed in the “Joyo (Daily-use) Kanji List” listed by the Cabinet on November 30,
2010 as well as 14 characters considered frequently used but not listed in the Joyo (Daily-use)

Kanji List.

This series is structured so that students can learn rich vocabulary and idioms as well as kanji.
As sample words and sentences given in the textbook are selected from daily and familiar
situations, students can acquire words and expressions commonly used in daily life as they
learn the kanji characters themselves. For those who are from non-kanji regions, all the kanji in
the textbook have ruby (small hiragana characters above the kanji) for easy learning. Because of

that, students can grow their ability in kanji without feeling overwhelmed.

In principle, each chapter of Kanji Master N4” contains seven to eight characters, with two
characters per page. A study plan of one to two pages a day or one chapter a day, allows you to
master 207 kanji characters along with vocabulary necessary for daily life. Combined with the
119 basic kanji characters from “Kanji Master N5,” a total of 326 kanji are studied. To make
the categories of kanji study easy to understand many illustrations have been used. Aim to

master the kanji listed in this textbook before proceeding to the N3 Level.

We believe this series of textbooks is an ideal tool for learning after years of revisions. We
sincerely appreciate those who have supported us.

Kanji are formed from shared elements which as a group are referred to as Bushu or radicals.

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How to Study

Next let's look at how to study kanji. During your study, be aware of these steps, and pay attention to the
correct character form and stroke order.

STEP 1. Understand what kind of kanji are included in a particular chapter by using its introductory
illustration.

STEP 2. Check Kun-yomi, On-yomi, and Deslensional Kana Endings of a new index character, written next
to it.

STEP 3. Check the number of strokes indicated under the index kanji.

STEP 4. First, trace thin letters according to the arrow of the stroke order. Repeat it until you remember the
correct character form.

STEP 5. Proceed to exercises provided in "9 A U % & & F L & 34 “Let’s Read Kanji” and T A L % %
FF L &9 “Let’s Write Kanji.” Remember the meaning of the words, yomi (readings), and the
correct stroke order.

STEP 6. Proceed to Review, Achievement Test, and Quizzes.
